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[bookmark: _Toc191728673]Introduction
The thesis begins with an unnumbered Introduction chapter, which should be between 1.5 to 2 pages in length. In this chapter, the student introduces the topic with one or two general opening sentences (1-2 paragraphs) and then outlines the purpose of the writing, the relevance of the topic, and the reason for choosing the topic. Additionally, the problem being addressed is presented, along with the research question(s). In the final paragraph of the introduction, the structure and organization of the thesis are described. This chapter should not be divided into subchapters, but it is mandatory to structure it into paragraphs.
The introduction concludes with the outline of the thesis, where the student explains which topics will be covered in the thesis and in what order. For example: ‘In the first chapter of my thesis, I will present..., then in the second chapter, … is discussed, the… will also be examined..., and finally, my thesis concludes with an analysis of....’

[bookmark: _Toc191728674]1. Title of the first chapter
The students should present the theoretical background of their thesis by progressing from the broader topic to the narrower, more specific aspect. It is important to determine the point up to which it is worth revisiting the literature on the topic, both in terms of theme and time. The historical background and key term definitions should make up no more than 50-60% of the thesis.
In the text, colourful fonts and underlining are not allowed, and the use of bold fonts for emphasis should be avoided. Italics should only be used for direct quotes. There should be no punctuation (colon or period) at the end of chapter titles.
[bookmark: _Toc191728675]1.1. Title of the subchapter
[bookmark: Médiatípusok]The student divides the thesis into chapters and subchapters using the Heading 1, Heading 2, and Heading 3 styles. The aim is to ensure that an automatic table of contents can be inserted once the thesis is complete. It is advisable to set the styles in advance by right-clicking on the heading.
It is recommended to write the main chapters in uppercase or small caps, and to distinguish the lower-level chapters (e.g., by using a smaller font). 
[bookmark: _Toc191728676]1.2. Title of the subchapter
It is not recommended to open too many main chapters and subchapters in the thesis. The general rule is that a chapter or subchapter should not be shorter than half a page. Therefore, if a specific section is too brief, it is advisable to merge it with another chapter. 
[bookmark: _Toc191728677]1.3. Title of the subchapter
In the thesis, the student may insert figures, images, and tables if these help to enrich the work.
The description of centred figures and tables is also part of the thesis. Before or after the figure or table, the content should be explained, detailing what is depicted in the respective figure or table. It is also useful to include the figure (Figure 1) or table (Table 1) number in parentheses to help navigate the text.

As seen in Figure 1, figures and tables must be labelled with a title and a source in 11-point font size. The title for figures appears below the figure, and for tables, it appears above the table, while the source should be written only under the table or figure. The creation of figure and table titles can be done using the ‘References’ tab by selecting ‘Insert Caption’ and choosing either ‘Figure’ or ‘Table’. This way, when generating the list of figures and tables, Word will automatically create a list of all figures and tables.
It is also important that large figures or tables (more than half a page) are not included in the thesis, or they should be placed in the appendices. Additionally, the use of too many figures and tables is not advisable.
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[bookmark: _Toc191728678]2. Title of the second chapter
The use of abbreviations is allowed in the thesis. According to the rules, the full form of the abbreviation must be written out upon its first mention, followed by the abbreviation in parentheses, indicating its use later. From the second mention onwards, it is sufficient to use only the abbreviation.
For example, the United Nations (UN) can be referred to as UN from the second mention onwards.
Bulleted lists and numbering can be used, but excessive use should be avoided. The bullet symbols should be consistent, with the two most suitable • or –.
Numbers from 1 to 10 should be written out in words, while numbers greater than 10 can be written as digits.
Footnotes may be used to provide information that is not directly related to the text but helps explain it.


[bookmark: _Toc191728679]Conclusions
The summary (unnumbered subchapter) (1.5-3 pages in length) summarizes the scientific results, key conclusions, and findings of the thesis. If necessary, the summary chapter may be preceded by a ‘Conclusions’ chapter, which contains the main findings and conclusions of the empirical research. The main part of the summary addresses the research question, referring back to the questions raised in the introduction. The summary concludes by outlining the limitations of the scientific research and possible future research directions. In the summary, past tense is used.

[bookmark: _Toc191728680]List of References
The list of references should only list the works which have been referenced in the paper, with a 1.25 cm hanging indent.  It mustn’t contain books or works you did not use, but found important in terms of the subject. The references are listed alphabetically according to the authors’ surnames. If the same author is mentioned in connection with several works, these works are listed in chronological order.
[bookmark: _Toc191728681]Online sources
It is advisable to separate internet sources (links and their download dates) under the heading ‘Online Sources’. Internet sources should be standardized to start with either ‘https://’ or ‘www.’ Hyperlinks must be removed, and the links should not be blue or underlined.
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
